 The ppt template
At the kick-off, we will determine dates for presenting each master thesis project. For orientation of what to include in this presentation, see the Power point template ‘Master Template’ (see additional documents).  Modify the template as you see fit.
 Additional items to take care of:
· Ensure you reserve the entire day(s) for the thesis presentation dates.

· You will need to create an account on the Edu Tech Wiki page . Use your UDS account to create the page. Once you have created the account please go to the Who is Who students and recreate (Sorry) your Bio page following the instructions there.

· Note down your thesis title on the wiki page, the exact day and order of presentations will be assigned after the student signup.

· To pass the course, you need to present your own thesis AND you need to comment on EACH others’ master theses.

· You can do so orally during / after the presentation. If you do comment orally, you also need to write down your comment in Moodle afterwards observing the respective deadline.

· If you do not comment orally you have to comment in writing on Moodle using the rubric specified there observing the respective deadline.

· On the day of presenting your thesis, Prof. Weinberger will “assign” the topic to you. In the best of cases, the title of your topic has already been discussed with your supervisors and Prof. Weinberger beforehand and documented and updated on the Wiki page at XXX.

· From the day of having been assigned a topic on, you have exactly six months to finish your master thesis.

· Failing to meet that deadline or plagiarism can lead to rejection of your master thesis. In that case you will have to start again with a new topic assigned to you by Prof. Weinberger. Failing the second time means exclusion from the study program without a master title.
